· Approves and publishes the professional nursing standards of practice in every specialty area.
· Updates the Code of Ethics.
·  Maintains the ANCC credentialing of RNs in specialty areas (RNC) to ensure CONTINUAL competency.
· Speaks for all RNs on matters of education, practice and health care issues.
· Recommends RNs to all state and national health care task forces, commissions, committees, councils, advisory boards.
· Have a labor union that is operated by RNs only.
· Sets the educational standards for beginning and advanced practice RNs.
· Meets with American Medical Association BOD at the state and national levels to discuss the rights, privileges and duties of RNs, particularly advanced practice RNs.
· Collaborates with 95 nursing specialty organizations 
· Works closely with the Board of Registered Nursing.
· Has state and national ANA lobbyists that meet with the Governors, President and legislature on matters that affect nursing education, nursing practice and health care.
· Advocates for legislation for nursing education, nursing research, nursing practice, health care and provides testimony to government health committees.
· Has a National Nursing Research Fund (NRF) and awards grants to masters and doctoral nursing students.
· Has a national political action committee (PAC) that works closely with legislative races, promoting and supporting RNs for public offices at the state and national levels.
· Works closely with the student nurses organizations in every state and the national nursing student organization education and training students in organizational leadership theory and practice.
· Promotes nursing leadership at all levels of nursing practice from bedside nursing to becoming the CEO of all health care facilities.
· Developed and maintains Magnet Hospital Accreditation process and accredits hospitals and other health care facilities.
· Conducts research in evidenced-based nursing practice.  (NDNQI).
