Continued Approval of Prelicensure Nursing Programs

Humboldt State University BSN

Humboldt lost their Director of the Program and is searching for a new Director.  They have had one person turn down the position.  The administration was asked to attend the meeting and discuss the problem with the committee.  They have a person who is the Director of Redwood Community College.  She would do a part time position at both schools. The discussion was allowing this person to be an interim director for one year or a year and year and half. 
The school only has one tenured faculty person.  They lost a number of staff because of a problem with a former dean.  The assistant dean does not have enough experience.  There was a discussion of this person moving into the Director position.  
The staff of the BRN did not want to set a precedent of approving a director at two different campus’s.  The decision was deferred to ask the University to have a more solid plan.  

Sonoma State University BSN and Entry Level Master’s Degree Option
The program received a lot of praise.  They were approved.

El Cerritos Community College AND Program

Approved with a recommendation to update IT.

A plan was presented that included three new hires and temporary full time staff for two.  They are requiring the other two full time staff.  They dropped admissions to 35 from 60 for this semester.  They are also hiring a full time IT coordinator

Santa Rosa Junior College ADN  
Continued Approval
Major Curriculum Revision
University of San Francisco Nurse Practitioner Program (DNP)

This program revised its Master’s NP program to be a masters as a clinical leader or health leader.  They accept previous master’s in nursing students into a program with four semesters for the DNP.  The total program clinical is 1000 hours recognizing previous hours of MNP’s.  If you have a master’s in something else you are evaluated to meet  the nursing requirements.

Feasibility Study
Institute of Medical Education Associate Degree Nursing Program San Francisco Bay Area
Numerous problems with feasibility study including incomplete forms.  There were a lot of problems with clinical sites: incomplete forms, not adequate space for students, placements not adequate, pediatric site not appropriate.  
  

Do not have degree granting authority.  They have a MOU with OPI, Optimal Performance Institute.  There are numerous problems with contract.  There are issues of what degree need to be resolved with the MOU.  OPI cannot grant an ADN therefore it is inaccurate.  
The recommendation is for continual deferral.  There was a discussion about giving the staff the authority to not put a program on the agenda unless the issues had been addressed.  There was also discussion of how, when the program is deferred the clinical forms become outdated and the program will need to redo them.  There was also the discussion that feasibility studies are usually accepted or not accepted and that deferring them was not the usual action.

Initial Approval of Advanced Practice Nursing Program 

InterAmerican College Entry Level Master’s NP Program
This program was developed to help foreign physicians become nurse practitioners.  This program has a prelicensure program and is now adding a NP.
